Your pack should 
designate someone as Pack Day Camp Coordinator to handle the registration and organization 
needed to get all your Cub Scouts to camp.  Call the applicable Camp Director (from the list 
provided) with your coordinator’s name and phone number. 
 

Each district will staff a Day Camp, which will feature many fun activities.  Because of the 
different locations, there will be some variations in the programs but all will include Shooting 
Sports, Field Sports, Nature Areas, Water Activities, Crafts and theme related activities. 
 

Registration Deadlines: 
 

1.  EARLY BIRD On or before April 10, 2010 (We will have a special turn in this day.)               
DISCOUNT:      Cost is $60.00 per Cub Scout until this date. 
 

2.  ON TIME: After April 10, 2010 until #3 below, the cost will be $70.00 per Cub Scout.  
 

3.  DEADLINE: Registration Deadline for TWO RIVERS Day Camp is May 25, 2010 
 or on a space available basis. 
 

Useful Information: 
� Please send your son with a sack lunch.  No sodas or fruit drinks will be allowed.  Water will 

be provided all day.  Save the sweet, fruity, carbonated drinks for after camp. 
� Fees must accompany the registration forms. 
� You MUST register as a pack. 
� The Me Too Program  (Day Care for children of the staff and den leaders) changes by camp.

ADDITIONAL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 
 

Camp uniform consists of the following: 
� Camp T-shirt, comfortable pants or shorts. 
� Shoes and socks must be worn.  No open toed shoes. 
� Hats will be worn by everyone……No exceptions.  These should shade the face and 

cover the top of the head. 
 

Your pack must provide at least one walking den leader (21 yrs. Or older) for every five 

boys.  (1-5 boys: 1 adult; 6-10 boys: 2 adults; etc.  (NOT INCLUDING CAMP STAFF ADULTS).  
All volunteers must be registered with the Boy Scouts \of America prior to start of camp 
and have taken on line Youth Protection Training. 
 

MAKE SURE YOU HAVE ENOUGH VOLUNTEERS BEFORE HANDING IN PAPERWORK!!!! 
 

� All Cub and Webelos Health forms, Adult Volunteer Health forms, Me Too and Junior Staff Health 

forms must be completed and returned with the registration forms. 

� Parents need to indicate shirt sizes on health forms and unit leaders should transfer that information 

to the registration form. 

� T-shirts will be provided for Walking Den Leaders if attending camp all four days otherwise can be 

purchased on an individual basis (order on front page).  

� Camperships (financial assistance) are available on request.  Call 341-8611 Ext 122 (Jean Benham). 

She will mail you an application.  Deadline for submission of campership requests is May 21, 2010.  

� Make checks payable to Alamo Area Council, 2226 N.W. Military Hwy. San Antonio, TX 78213. 

� Cars are not to be driven on to camp areas.  Pick up areas are to be strictly enforced.  Parking 
areas will be marked. 

� Adults entering camp areas at times other than normal drop off and pick up times must check in at 

the Camp Headquarters. 
� Cubs will receive their Day Camp T-shirt and a cup the first day of camp. 
� All boys attending camp will receive a camp patch. 
� Camp rain out dates will not be rescheduled. 
� Day Camp is hard on clothing and shoes.  Be sure your son has on play clothes. 

� Please do not send unnecessary items to camp such as video games, BB guns, radios or other 

distracting toys. 

� NO KNIVES AT DAY CAMP….NO EXCEPTIONS. 
� NO PERSONAL FIREARMS….NO EXCEPTIONS.
